into mounting surface (FIG. 3). When using 3M tape apply it FIG. 3
along entire length of channel.

INSTALLING TAPE WITHOUT MOUNTING CHANNEL: For tape BY OTHERS
installations indoors, where there is no moisture present, ap-
ply 3M double stick tape (sold separately) to entire length of g
LED tape and peel back to expose adhesive (FIG. 4). Firmly
press tape into position.

This end cap hides the connector. (FIG. 7)
