1. Remove Screws on the side of the Housing to loosen Bollard
Head from Housing as shown in Fig. 9 for Round Bollard, Fig. 10
for Square Bollard.

2. For Round Bollard remove (2) Field Adjust Switch Covers
located on the underside of the Round Bollard Head and
remove to access Field Adjust Switches (Fig. 9).

3. For Square Bollard remove Bollard Head and locate Field
Adjust Switches on top of Housing as shown in Fig.10.

3. Select Power (W), Color Temperature (CCT) and/or Photocell
ON/OFF option by sliding the respective switch to the desired
value. See Fig. 11 for Round Bollard, see Fig 12 for Square
Bollard. Replace Switch covers.

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0-10V DIMMABLE WIRING CLEANING & MAINTENANCE

Universal voltage driver permits operation at 120V through
