With power disconnected, mount remote driver box
(Location determined by qualified electrician)

Loosen the safety nut (E) to lower the canopy(F) and gain
access to the cross bar(H).

Ensuring the junction box is properly mounted, secure
the cross bar using two 8-32 screws (not supplied).

For continuous rows secure first fixture in place using
steps 1-6.

Follow steps 1-6 to mount second fixture in place. Use
alignment pins (N) to position the two fixtures correctly.

Once the fixtures are properly aligned with the pins, push fixtures
together until magnets(M) start pulling the fixtures together .

once fixtures are together, screw the safety bracket(P)
using the 6-32 Pan Head Screw (L) .

Repeat this process until entire fixture run is installed.
Fixture must be hung level or light leaks may occur.

If applicable, connect ground wire using a ground screw.

Lift the canopy and secure in place using the gripper safety nut (E).Connect the hot and neutral lines from the fixture to the hot and
neutral lines from driver. Ensure exposed wire will not make contact

with metal inside junction box. Use supplied wire quick connects.
